Figure Painting in Qil

and accurate representation. Students will learn to convincingly depict the model through the study of
light sources, color palettes and compositional devices. The main objective is to develop life painting
skills, and to prepare the students to realistically paint the figure in oil. A methodical approach to
figure construction, proportion, and the development of realistic color and value to depict volume and
space will be stressed. All skill levels are welcome to this class and instructions will be given
individually. In this class you will learn:

* Fundamentals of Painting.
* Material to use and how to mix paint.
* How to start and complete a painting successfully.
